A New Turn in God’s Move
There is only one stream in the book of Acts. this stream started from Jerusalem and flowed through Samaria to Antioch. From Antioch the stream turned to Asia Minor and then to Europe. The Lord did not have two streams, one starting from Jerusalem through Peter and another starting in the Gentile world through Saul. No, the Lord had only one stream, the stream that started from Jerusalem, the stream flow to Antioch, and in Antioch there is a new turn. Jerusalem was a center of the Jewish religion. Antioch, however, was a center for the Gentile world. As such a center, Antioch was strategic. Therefore, this city was chosen by the Lord for a new turn of His move on earth, the turn to the Gentile world. 
God needs a special vessel, a new vessel. Peter is not qualified to be such a vessel, Peter also cannot replace this vessel. It is God’s wisdom and sovereignty that arrange all things, that Saul, His chosen vessel, can be put in a proper relationship with the church in Jerusalem. Saul actually was produced through Jerusalem.
From chapter 6 – 11, the initial stage of Paul’s ministry is being blended with Peter’s ministry, Peter’s ministry is primary, and Saul’s ministry comes in gradually. Peter went to Joppa, which became a stepping stone to the Gentiles in Caesarea. This was a preparation for the gaining of the Gentiles so that Saul, who was to become an apostle to the Gentiles, may begin his ministry to the Gentiles. In chapters six through eleven Peter, although his ministry is still primary, is beginning to move out of the scene. Also in these chapters Saul is coming into the scene. We first hear of Saul at the end of chapter seven where we are told that the witnesses to Stephen’s stoning “laid down their garments at the feet of a young man called Saul” (7:58). This indicates that when Paul came into the scene, he came in as a persecutor. Then in chapter nine this persecutor was converted into a prevailing preacher. Toward the end of Acts 9, Saul begins to step into his ministry. As we shall see, his ministry to the Gentile world began in a definite and prevailing way in chapter thirteen. By that time Peter is out of the scene, and Paul is fully in the scene.
After Acts 9 which we see the preaching of Saul, the record return to Peter and his ministry, this indicates that Peter still has function. In Acts 9 Peter is not in Jerusalem, he is on the way to Caesarea, and there he used the second key the Lord gave him in Matthew 16, open the door of the kingdom of God to the gentiles. One the one hand we see the Lord prepare the way, producing the vessel for the gentile world; on the other hand we see the Lord’s work on Peter, open the door to the gentiles.

In Acts 12 the record return to Peter, but it is returning to Peter’s ministry, but his imprisonment. The description of Peter’s imprisonment indicates his ministry is being put aside, having no participation in the spreading of the gospel to the gentile world. In Acts 13 we see the vessel and the environment are ready, then the ministry begin in the gentile world. After Acts 12, there is no more record of Peter in Acts.
According to the picture in Acts, the Lord has only one stream, this stream begins from Jerusalem, to Caesarea, to Antioch. From Antioch, the stream turn to the gentile world. In the flow of this stream, the oneness of the Body of Christ is kept. The Lord’s sovereignty and wisely move in all things, He prevent Peter’s ministry spread to the gentile world, and raise up Saul’s ministry to the gentile world. We need to see, in Acts, for the Body of Christ, the Lord governs all ministries, keep the one ministry and one flow, in order to keep the oneness of the Body. May we all can see the oneness portrayed in this picture, and practice to keep this oneness, this is very important. (James Jou)
Brother Minoru’s Fellowship with the Young Adults:
Last week brother Minoru fellowshipped with many young adults, many receive much benefit. Below are some points shared with the saints:
1. Need of spiritual companion, and have a schedule; be budgeted in time, finances, and energy.

2. Don’t send all the energy on outward matters, reserve your energy for the church life. We need to have budget with our time as well as our finances; there are 168 hours a week, minus 56 hours for sleeping, there are 112 hours remaining, a tenth of that is 11 hours. Some young people spend 2 -3 hours on the internet which is really a waste! If we want to have our life more full, we need to give the Lord at least 11 hours a week.
3. Although there are pressures in our living, we do not need to compare ourselves with our peer. We need to realize we are different than ordinary people, although we are in the world, we are not of the world, and we need to sanctify ourselves.

4. We need to pay the price, we are in the spiritual enterprise, we need to labor and learn. Let the spiritual life grow from within, and be an outlet of the gospel.

5. Do not be occupied, take preaching of the gospel as a business. If you want, you can learn a lot here. Treat the church life in Southern California as training; we need to spread the gospel and truth to more churches.

6. Even when we are on a trip, we still need to maintain our spiritual practices everyday; read God’s word, pray to the Lord, call and have fellowship with our companion. If you are a stakeholder in this spiritual enterprise, your concept and attitude spontaneously will change.

The brother’s fellowship was very practical, we pray that the Lord will bless our young adult, preserve and perfect them.
